I BELIEVE...       In God, the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth... 
Reading:  Genesis 1:1-5,    John 14:1-14.    (by Bro. Roger Williams) 

 
First of all, “I believe...” 
 
To believe basically means to accept the truth, or truthfulness, of something or someone. 
 
Unfortunately, in today’s English, “I believe” has come to mean rather less than being 
sure of the truth of something.   “Has anyone seen John today?” you ask.  “I believe he’s 
gone to London,” someone replies.  The second speaker thinks John may have gone to 
London, but he is far from certain.  If he was sure of his facts, he wouldn’t say “I 
believe” anything - he would just say “He’s gone to London.”     But this uncertainty is 
not an essential part of believing - far from it!  If we say to someone, “Believe me...!” 
we are not asking them to have any doubt about what we are telling them.  And if we 
say “I don’t believe you!” we are making it very clear that we have no doubt that what 
we have heard is untrue.  And this same level of certainty is there - or should be - when 
we repeat the Creed. 
 
And here we say “I believe in...”  And to believe in someone or something normally 
means to be convinced of their existence - whether we claim to believe in God, or fairies 
or flying saucers.  And at the basic level, of course, this is exactly what we do mean 
when we say “I believe in God.”  As it says in Hebrews 11:6, “without faith it is 
impossible to please God, because anyone who comes to him must believe that he 
exists...”     But it is clear that this level of belief is not enough:  the Scriptural 
significance of “believing in” goes much further than that.  In James 2:19 we read, “You 
believe that there is one God.  Good!  Even the demons believe that - and shudder.”  So 
clearly just believing that God exists is not enough to make you a Christian or get you to 
heaven.   
 
You see, the words used in the New Testament to talk about “believing” are the same 
words that are also translated as “have faith in” and “trust.”  Here in John 14 we have 
“trust” in verse 1, “believe” in verses 10 and 11, “have faith” in verse 12 - all translating 
the same Greek word.  Believing in God is more than just believing that He exists - it 
also involves coming to trust Him and rely on Him.  This is very clear in John 14:1, 
where Jesus says “Do not let your hearts be troubled. Believe in God, believe also in 
me.” (NRSV).  Here, clearly, Jesus was not saying to His disciples, “You believe that 
God exists, believe that I exist also” - after all, He was standing there in front of them as 
He spoke.   Rather, we should read with the NIV, “Trust in God; trust also in me.”  
“Don’t worry about the future,” says Jesus - “Put your trust in God, and trust Me too...” 
 
So when the Christian says “I believe...” he is expressing not only the acceptance of 
truth, but also an attitude of trust and an act of commitment.     And it is “I believe...”  
Graham Kendrick has made it “We believe...” in his song “We believe in God the 
Father,” but we can only believe as a group if we each believe as individuals.  It is 
something that we must each do for ourselves - I cannot believe for you, and you cannot 
do it for me.  So the Apostles’ Creed is worded in the first person singular throughout - 
“I believe...”
