| BELIEVE... In Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord...
Reading: John 1:1-14, Hebrews 4:14-16. (by Bro. Roger Williams)

We also believe that “the third day He rose again from the dead; He
ascended into heaven, and is seated on the right hand of God the Father
almighty...” For Christ’s death was not the end of the story. Crucified
and buried on that first Good Friday, he rose again from the dead as He
had said that He would do (Matthew 16:21, 17:23, 20:19; Luke 9:22,
18:33). In spite of Christ’s words, however, the disciples were not
expecting this at all. They did not believe the women’s account of the
empty tomb (Mark 16:11, Luke 24:9-11), while the two on the road to
Emmaus had clearly given up all hope (Luke 24:13-26) and when He
appeared to them in Jerusalem they thought they were seeing a ghost
(Luke 24:37). And Thomas the doubter refused to believe anything the
others told him, and remained stubbornly unconvinced until Jesus
appeared to him also (John 20:26-29). But in the end, the evidence was
compelling: the tomb was empty, the grave-clothes lying there
abandoned (John 20:3-8), and — most compelling of all — they had seen
Him, talked with Him, and been rebuked, encouraged and commanded by
Him (John 20:27-29, 21:15-19, Matthew28:18-20). Jesus had risen from
the dead! (See also 1 Corinthians 15:3-11.)

What happened to Jesus after He rose from the dead? When He met Mary

by the tomb, he told her “Do not hold on to me, because I have not yet

ascended to the Father...” (John 20:17, NRSV). Luke tells us how He left

this world of ours to return to the Father in Luke 24:50-51 and Acts 1:9-
11. Here we see Jesus visibly leaving the disciples to return to the Father
in a way that made it clear that He would no longer be there to walk and
talk with them as He had done before. “In my Father’s house are many
mansions,” He had said: “if it were not so, | would have told you. I go to
prepare a place for you...” (John 14:2-3, AV). Now He had gone there to
do that. And Hebrews tells us that now “we have a great high priest who
has gone through the heavens, Jesus the Son of God” (4:14), who is
“seated at the right hand of the throne of the Majesty in the heavens” (8:1,
NRSV, also 10:12-14), and who is “able to save completely those who
come to God through him, because he always lives to intercede for them”
(7:25).
